OPERATION 
 
1. Position the unlatching tool above the crimped wire and the connector plug.  The engraved side of the tool 

should be facing the 505071 plug terminal direction.  See Figure 1. 
2. Do not push the tool down at this time. 
3. Position the tool so that the locating wall (on the inside of the tool), is against the front of the crimp terminal. 
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4. Push down and depress the connector plug locking latch.
