Tool Setup 
 
The principal parts of the Actuator Extraction Tool are 
shown in Figure 1. 
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Adjustments 
 
Prior to use, the extraction tool must be adjusted for the height of the actuator.  
 
The tool is adjusted by removing the two M4 screws from the Lower Tool Body.  The Upper Tool Body is then 
moved to the appropriate height, as indicated by the number showing at the top of the Lower Tool Body.  See 
Figure 2. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Tool Operation 
 
1. Remove the Memory Card from the socket by pushing in the 

actuators. 
2. Align the groove in the bottom of the tool body with the 

memory socket and place the tool on the socket, in the 
middle of the socket’s length. See Figure 3. 
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3. Slide the tool towards the actuator.  If the actuator is down, it 

will be necessary to lift the actuator slightly so the extraction 
lever tip will fit under it. See Figure 4. 

4. As the tool approaches the actuator, make sure the tip goes 
under the lip of the actuator.  When the tool body has 
reached the end of the memory socket the extraction lever 
tip will have enough engagement with the actuator to extract 
it. See Figure 5. 

5. With the tool in position as shown in Figure 5, squeeze the 
extraction lever to remove the actuator from the memory 
socket. 

6. The actuator can be re-inserted into the memory socket by 
hand; however it should be inspected for any damage first.
